Instructions for the Preparation of Extended Abstracts for the First Macan Conference
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All abstracts must be in English. The abstract should be prepared for printing on A4 paper (29.7x21cm), with all margins set at 3 cm. Two full A4 page, within the defined margins, can be used. Times New Roman (or similar) should be used as the Font throughout the document. The title should be typed with mixed capitals and small case, according to accepted English grammar (see the title given here as an example). The title should be in Times New Roman Font, size 14, bold, and centered. 

One line should separate the title from the list of authors. A consecutive list of authors should be followed by their affiliations in italics. Use Times New Roman, size 12, without bold. The list of authors and their affiliations should be centered. Please use numeric super-scripts to indicate multiple affiliations, and use italics for all affiliations (as used here).

One blank line should separate the author list and affiliations from the text of the abstract. The text should be typed with single line spacing, using Times New Roman, size 12, not bold. Both margins should be justified. Blank lines should be used to separate paragraphs. Do not indent at the beginning of paragraphs.  Please do not add page numbers.
References, if required, should appear at the end of the abstract, in a numbered list, in Times New Roman, size 10 (please see the example here). Figures, if required, should be embedded in the document (see figure 1).  Please insert and center the figures (no Word ‘anchor’), and cite figures using consecutive numbering, as is normally used for scientific papers (for example, see figure 2).  
Abstracts should be submitted by e-mail to Dominique Chatain by September 4th, 2009, as an attachment in Word format for PC or Mac. If equations or special fonts are used, authors are requested to send a PDF version of the manuscript in addition to the Word documents. This will ensure full reproduction of all special formatting in the final proceedings.
